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Abstract 

The study aims to reveal the level of inclusion of citizenship values in the English 

language textbooks (We Can) series for elementary education in the Kingdom of 

Saudi Arabia. To achieve this objective, the "content analysis" methodology was 

used. A content analysis card was designed to include (6) main areas of citizenship 

values, it consisted of (28) sub-indicators of citizenship values that were supposed to 

be included in the English language textbook series (We Can) for elementary 

education. The study sample consisted of all the English language textbooks (We 

Can) series for elementary education, which consisted of (6) textbooks, two for each 

class. The results of the study indicated that there is a low level of inclusion of 

citizenship values in the books of all grades, as the repetition rate reached (30.4%) in 

the fourth-grade textbooks, (25.8%) in the fifth-grade textbooks, (43.6%)  in the 

sixth-grade textbooks. In total,  (11) citizenship values out of (28) values with a 

percentage of (39.2%) were not included at all in the English language textbooks (We 

Can) series for elementary education. The results also indicated that there are not 

statistically significant at the level (0.05) due to the grade variable in the level of 

inclusion of citizenship values. In contrast, the Chi-Square Test of Independence 

indicated that the significance level was (0.38).

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Study recommendations 
Based on the findings of the current study; Several recommendations are made, which are as 

follows: 

1. Emphasizing the inclusion of the values of citizenship in the content of the English 

language book series “We Can” through various topics related to the values of 

citizenship in accordance with the provisions of the general national framework for 

standards for public education curricula in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. 

2. Enriching the content of the fourth-grade book (We Can 1/2) with many vocabularies 

with pictures that are related to citizenship concept, because using vocabulary and 

pictures is suitable at the beginner level in learning the English language. 

3. Enriching the content of the fifth-grade book (We Can3/4) with many sentences that 

include various citizenship values, because using short conversations is suitable at the 

intermediate level in learning the English language. 

4. Prepare a unit that is called “Kingdom of Saudi Arabia” in any of the two sixth-grade 

books (We Can5/ 6) that includes several citizenship values by using conversations, 

texts, and poems that expresses about homeland, because Sixth graders students have 

two years of experience studying English, and this provides chance for enriching their 

textbook content with citizenship values through texts, conversations, and poems. 

5. Hiring a local company alongside the foreign company “McGraw-Hill” to build and 

design English language textbooks in Saudi Arabia focus on the values that are important 

to the culture of Saudi society and compatible with it.
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
