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Abstract 

The study is concerned with the problem of the earthly identity of kindergarten 

children by verifying its aims in identifying the earthly identity of the first level of 

kindergarten children and the earthly identity of both levels of the kindergarten. The 

research also aims to identify the earthly identity of male and female kindergarten 

children. The study population is represented in public and private kindergartens on 

both sides of Baghdad city, Karkh & Rusafa for the academic year (2022-2023). The 

earthly identity test in its final form consisted of (10) items. The test was 

administered to a sample of (400) children in public and private kindergartens, who 

were selected randomly. The results showed that kindergarten children have a good 

earthly identity. There are no significant differences between males and females in 

earthly identity according to the two levels of kindergarten. The research came out 

with a number of recommendations and suggestions.  
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Conclusions 
Based on the results of the research, the following conclusions can be drawn 

1.The children have an earth identity to a good degree. 

2.There is no difference between the children of public and private kindergartens in the earth 

identity variable. 

3.There is no difference between males and females in the earth identity 

According to the procedures and results of the research can be presented the following 

recommendations 

1. public and private kindergartens provide experiences that increase the child's sense of 

belonging to this land and that it is part of it 

2. the inclusion of the earth identity and how to develop it among the kindergarten child 

should be included in the subject of socialization in the Department of Kindergarten. 

 

 

Suggestions  
According to the findings that the two researchers have got, they suggest  

1.Conducting a study on the relationship of the earthly identity with the material 

socialization of the kindergarten child 

2.Constructing a training program to inculcate Edgar Moran’s seven necessary knowledge
