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Abstract 

The current research aims to identify and analyze questions from Arabic language 

books in preparatory vocational schools according to the modified Bloom's 

taxonomy and reading comprehension skills. The research population consists of 526 

questions, including 197 questions for the topics of the seventh-grade book, with a 

percentage of 37.5%, the eighth-grade book 190 questions, with a percentage of 

36.1%, and the ninth-grade book 139 questions, with a percentage of 26.4%. The 

researcher prepared a list that includes criteria for good questions that measure 

modified Bloom’s taxonomy questions, reading comprehension skills, and the type 

of questions (essay and objective). It was presented to a group of experts in the 

Arabic language, methods of teaching the Arabic language, methods of teaching 

science, measurement, and evaluation, and the following criteria obtained complete 

agreement. Thus, it was adopted to become a valid tool. To achieve the research 

objectives, the researcher used chi-square, percentage, and HolsTi equations to 

analyze the collected data. 
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Conclusions : 

 The following are the most important conclusions reached by the researcher 

1. The questions of the Arabic language books for the vocational preparatory stage 

focused on the level (understand, apply, and analyze), and the level (understand) 

was the most, followed by the level (apply), then the level analyze, while the two 

levels (know) and (create) were sparsely available. As for the level of “Yaqum,” 

it was non-existent in the three books 

2. The questions of the Arabic language books for the vocational preparatory stage 

focused on reading comprehension skills (inferential comprehension, direct literal 

understanding of the topic, critical understanding), and the skill (inferential 

understanding) was the most, then followed by the skill (direct literal 

understanding) of the topic, then the skill (critical understanding) As for my skills 

(gustatory understanding and creative understanding), their percentage was low in 

the three Arabic language books 
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Recommendations: 

1.Conducting more descriptive and analytical studies of the questions of vocational 

preparatory school books to determine the extent to which the wording of the 

questions is compatible with higher levels of thinking. 

2.The importance of drawing the attention of those in charge of vocational education 

to the necessity of including reading comprehension skills in the reading program 

offered to this group to help them achieve comprehensive and balanced growth 

and integration of knowledge. 

Adopting the modified Bloom’s classification for the levels of the cognitive 

domain in planning curricula for teaching the Arabic language and writing 

educational books, taking into account balance and comprehensiveness in the 

distribution of activities between the levels of knowledge and the levels of
