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Abstract 

The current research aims to identify the effect of the (Gallin) strategy on the 

academic achievement of fifth-grade literary students in literature and texts, as 

well as on the development of their academic passion. The sample of the 

research consisted of 58 students from the fifth literary grade, distributed 

equally into two groups: an experimental group and a control group, with 29 

students in each group. After validating statistical equivalence between the 

students of both groups in some variables, the researcher developed an 

achievement test consisting of 20 objective items with four alternatives and a 

scale of 30 items with five alternatives to measure academic passion. The 

validity and reliability of both instruments were verified. The results of the 

research showed that the experimental group outperformed the control group 

in terms of achievement and academic passion. There is a development in 

academic passion among the experimental group. In light of the results, the 

researcher came out with a set of conclusions, recommendations, and 

suggestions.
